Tax Credits Available to Donors



Have you ever used Kansas Community Service Tax Credits?  If you make a donation of $1,000 or more to the Foundation before December of this year, the State of Kansas will return 50 percent of your gift to you when you file your 2021 tax return in the Spring of 2022. You use tax form K-60 to claim the credits.  For Example, if you donate $5,000, the State of Kansas will return $2,500 to you and you can take a charitable deduction on the remaining $2,500.  

These credits were awarded to The Foundation to support the Discovery Center’s new KIDSCAPE Experience to be built on the second floor of the Discovery Center.
